GATEWAY PROGRAMMES

UCOL can provide services for Gateway through our STAR Co-ordinator, including workbooks and assessment for some unit standards for either at the workplace or the school.

There are five delivery options available to schools for UCOL STAR programmes.

1. UCOL staff teach the programme at the UCOL campuses.

2. UCOL staff teach the programme at the school

3. Schools purchase teaching packages from UCOL and teach the programme at the school by a teacher who has the appropriate qualification.  (CV must be provided).

4. Students may choose to attend sessions with the mainstream classes during the week for the STAR unit standards and UCOL Papers – timetables available on request.

5. A combination of the above.

INTRODUCTION

The Faculty of Trades & Technology is proud to present to you the STAR programmes for 2012.

These STAR programmes are designed to be short “taster” programmes for secondary school students as a starting point for investigating careers in trades and technology.  It is expected that students selecting TRT STAR programmes have expressed a desire to seek a trades or technology career, and are taking appropriate programmes and subjects at School.
All TRT STAR programmes lead to full-time programmes of study at UCOL and in future years will be strongly aligned to UCOL’s recently announced Trade’s Academy.

Students wishing to advance successfully into UCOL programmes are advised that for admission into Certificate level, NCEA Level 1 or equivalent is required (with an emphasis on technology subjects), and for Diploma programmes NCEA Level 2 or equivalent is required (we recommend a strong emphasis on maths and technology subjects).

Modern trade and technology employment is technically challenging work.  Students need good core numeracy and literacy skills to succeed.  In order for students to be accepted onto UCOL programmes and to benefit from the UCOL environment they must come with a positive attitude and be willing to listen and learn.  Please Note:  Students who are deemed by tutors to be disruptive to the learning process of themselves or others will be returned to school.
