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Qualifications Fact Sheet

Additional Entry Requirements to University 
Some universities now have restricted entry to all or some courses and the award of University Entrance may no longer be sufficient for enrolment. 
In 2010 Victoria, Massey and Auckland universities introduced a points system to rank level 3 students for in-demand first year courses.  Other universities may also introduce a similar system.

Example

Victoria University introduced the Guaranteed Entry Score (GES) for NCEA (in addition to University Entrance) which, for the majority of undergraduate qualifications, is 120 points.  
See over the page how to calculate the Victoria University GES.
How to calculate the Victoria University GES:

The score will be based on the student’s 80 best credits in University Entrance approved subjects at Level 3 (or higher). 
· All Level 3 (or higher) approved subjects can be counted.


· A maximum of 24 credits in each approved subject can be counted.


· Both achievement standards and unit standards in approved subjects will be counted.  


· If the student has achieved fewer than 80 credits at Level 3 (or higher), the score will be based on those the student has achieved.


· The score will be weighted by the level of achievement and calculated by awarding points as follows:
· Excellence
4 points

· Merit

3 points

· Achieved
2 points

The student should:

· count all Excellence and Merit credits first.

· then count as many Achieved credits as needed up to a maximum of 80 credits.
· In this example the student can count:

· 24 of their 26 credits for Statistics and Modelling1 (best 24 credits per subject)
· 54 of their 70 Achieved credits2 (6 (E) + 20 (M) + 54 (A) = 80)
· 80 of their 96 total credits3 (maximum 80 credits)
If the student achieves University Entrance but does not achieve the GES, they will be waitlisted according to their score and application date.  Victoria University advises they will offer the student a place in their programme if there are sufficient places.  
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
