Where days and times indicate ‘Flexi’ the Faculties offering these courses are willing to negotiate with schools in regards to timing.

Courses will run only if they meet the minimum enrolment of 8 students, with some courses requiring a minimum of 10 students. 

Schools will be asked to complete a Memorandum of Understanding prior to the commencement of courses where they have students enrolled in.  

WITT reserves the right to alter the timings and content of STAR courses.  Registered participants/schools will be notified as soon as possible if there are any changes. 

Further offerings of particular courses may be negotiated. WITT welcomes suggestions for alternative or additional courses. 

Students will be registered as a first-come-first-served basis.  If a particular course is full then WITT will hold a waiting list and students will be contacted if spaces become available. 

WITT will mark all tests and assignments related to the course, unless otherwise discussed.  At the end of each term students’ results will be processed by WITT and sent to the appropriate schools – who will then report the results to NZQA.  

As there are a number of courses yet to be confirmed, an updated STAR Handbook will be distributed during Term 1 in 2012. 

HOW TO REGISTER

Secondary School STAR Coordinators are the only people who can register students for a STAR course.  To register a student simply email v.andrews@witt.ac.nz or call 0800 WITT WORKS (0800 948 896) with your school name, the students name and the particular STAR course.

Bookings will be re-confirmed 1 week prior to the start of the course.  WITT tutors will fill out a STAR Attendance Register each week to keep track of student attendance and this will be emailed/faxed to the School STAR Coordinator after each session.  

Schools will be invoiced on the 3rd week of the STAR course.  Therefore, any students wishing to change their course or pull out will need to do so in weeks 1 or 2 of the course.  The School STAR Coordinator will need to notify WITT of any attendance changes before the 3rd week of the course.   

STAR courses are designed to provide students with a taster into particular career options and the types of courses available at WITT.  Therefore, it is expected that registrations will come ONLY from students who are genuinely interested in the subject area.
